Scholarship Winners:  Each applicant is eligible to be considered for one award which will be announced at the January 6, 2021 CCIM Deal Making Session.  If awarded, the recipient will provide a photo for promotional materials to be used by CCIM New Mexico and the CCIM Foundation.  
Deadline to Claim Award and Recipient Reimbursement:  June 30, 2021
The deadline for recipients to claim scholarship award or show proof of course registration is June 30, 2021.  Extenuating circumstances may be considered on a case-by-case basis.   Scholarships must be completed during the calendar year in which the scholarship is awarded.
Recipient Reimbursement:  Recipients must provide proof of course completion and receipts (airfare, hotel, etc.) prior to reimbursement from CCIM New Mexico.
